Job Description

Responsibilities

To envision, create, and enact the annual MayDay workshops, parade and ceremony.  Work includes brainstorming, collective visioning, designing and construction of puppets, masks, floats, costumes, large parade figures, teaching workshops, community organizing, being a parade section leader and a ceremony section leader, performing, doing workshop prep and clean-up, supply gathering and evaluation.

Note:  Full time requires a minimum of forty hours per week.  The typed schedule is for the group meetings and rehearsals only.  The rest of the day’s hours are your responsibility to schedule with your co-workers to assure the completion of your tasks and designs.  The schedules of meetings and rehearsals increase substantially in the last two weeks, so plan ahead in the early weeks with your individually scheduled time so that you leave room for these important group schedules and avoid last minute burnout.
Specific Tasks

1. To attend pre-production Community Meetings and storyboard brainstorm Staff Meetings, see enclosed schedule. To create the storyboard for the parade. To write a synopsis of your parade section and offer sketches for the MayDay publication. 

2. To work in collaboration with one or more HOBT artists, as leader of one section of the Parade, and as a ceremony cue leader.

3. To attend all scheduled staff meetings, workshops, classes, rehearsals and evaluations. To arrive on time, sober and unencumbered. (See enclosed schedule.)
4. To participate and perform in the ceremony and all related rehearsals. To arrive on time, sober and unencumbered. (See enclosed schedule.)
5. To attend and help staff all public workshops for the purpose of assisting and encouraging community members in building puppets, masks and costumes; and to locate community members interested in participating on the day of the event, as performers, musicians, etc.  Also, you agree to assist in preparation and clean up before and after every public workshop.

6. To assist with other tasks related to parade and ceremony logistics and coordination, (i.e. securing donations of materials, working with parade marshals, organizing sun runners, etc.), your area(s) of participation will be determined and mutually agreed upon with the HOBT MayDay Team.
7.  To assist with set-up and maintenance of the build space.  This includes full time work the week of  

3/28/2011 to 4/1/2011 to prepare for the public workshops.  During run of workshops you will also have a particular area of the workshop to keep clean and organized.

7. To assist with the set up of the ceremony site and moving of puppets to the park and/or the parade line-up on the morning of MayDay.

8. To assist in cleaning up Powderhorn Park on MayDay, and returning all parade and ceremony items to HOBT, and to continue assisting until the work is complete as determined by the Project Director.

9. To complete the cleaning of the workshop space in the week after MayDay and attend the MayDay evaluation meeting (schedule enclosed).
10. To complete the Light Safety and Door Safety Course for the proper procedures for closing up at night. (Shutting off lights, checking to see that all doors are locked and shut tightly.)

14. In case of to inclement weather and cancellation of the parade and festival, rain date will be the
